




The studio is a place of continuous discussion and critical re�ection. 
The students are encouraged to actively participate in and also 
organize common discussions and forums.

Designers use a sketchbook as a tool for visualising, documenting 
and developing thoughts and ideas relating to their intellectual and 
creative process. You are encouraged to keep your sketchbooks 
with you all the time and draw everything from good ideas to bad 
ones, from documentation to analysis to proposals. In communica-
tion with colleagues and tutors, you will need to present your ideas 
and process with the help of your sketchbook. Consider your 
sketchbook as a written and visual log of your work process, include 
your thinking, collaborations and interactions. Use di�erent media: 
paint, draw, cut, fold, paste etc... Don’t be precious about bad 
sketches or poor ideas, quickly document them before moving 
forward. Articulate your thoughts through drawing and words (�ll 
your sketchbook with drawings and narration); try to visualize what 
you write, write what you visualize. These sketchbooks are strongly 
advised to be included in the presentations and submissions. 

Works will be shared with others in the studio and Taşkışla corridors, 
and in the blog of the studio, in order to ignite further discussions 
with viewers. For this, the students are expected to organize and 
take responsibility in the exhibition and sharing processes.

%80 attendance is an o�cial course requirement. Yet, %100 active 
attendance is encouraged in order to gain the accumulative skills 
the studio aims.

* Minimum requirements for �nal submission will be 
updated and announced 3 weeks prior to submission.
